REVIEW / APPROVE MAY MINUTES


Tom moved, Shana second, all in favor to approve May minutes as submitted.
PAST BUSINESS

1.  Hearse House 


Tom explained there is no update.  We are still waiting for Doug Ferrier and the museum to finish their evaluation.


2.  County Grant


Tom advised the grant application was approved by the County Parks Commission and is now awaiting approval by the Board of Supervisors.

Tom has mailed reminder letters to those that have not yet renewed their memberships for 2013.  Marybeth advised that about 3 checks have been returned.

NEW BUSINESS

1.  Building Use


Susan Deck explained how much work she has been doing following the building rentals and suggested we supply a list of clean-up jobs that are expected of the renters.  She submitted the list and Marybeth will prepare it in a form for the renters to use.


2.  Trees along Property Line


Tom advised he had received a request from the neighboring property owner to the west requesting if she could trim some of the trees that are interfering with her satellite TV reception.  No one was opposed.

3.  July 4th Planning


Tom informed the Board that the CHP Squad Club wants to use our dunk tank in Colfax on July 3rd.  It is currently set up at Jim Sander’s home and he advised that if one of the officers that will be involved goes to Jim’s house and dismantles it, they will know how to assemble it.


THEME:  It was decided not to have any theme for the parade


STREET & OUTDOOR DECORATIONS: Charlie Bridges with the fire dept has the decorations and takes care of putting them up.


START TIME:  Parade line up 9:30, parade 10:30, salad luncheon 11:30


ANTHEM:  Heidi Harmon will sing


FLAG RAISING, GAMES:  Scouts have been contacted


ANNOUNCER AT HOTEL:  No one specific has volunteered, hopefully it will take care of itself.


WATER ZONES:  Use the same plan as last year.


BELL RINGING:  Shana will find someone to do it

PARADE MARSHALLS:  Dave Brown will be lead marshall of other volunteers


ICE CREAM:  In past years, Johnnie Hansen always donated $200 to purchase ice cream cups for the children who were in the parade.  Since he has passed away, we have no one else that has volunteered to donate the money.  Tom moved, Jim seconded, all in favor for the Center to purchase the ice cream from Abe.


POST-PARADE CLEAN UP:  Tom felt that there wasn’t that much clean up to do (mostly broken water balloons and candy) and that if we make an announcement, we will get volunteers to help with the clean up.


FOOD VENDORS:  Alta Church has requested to sell hamburgers.  Tom said that we made quite a bit of money from the sales last year and if we let the church do it this year, we should somehow share the profits or obtain some kind of benefit.  It was decided to charge them the $25 booth rental fee and ask them to be in charge of clean-up after all the vendors have left.

Move food vendors along the westerly property line to get the crowds away from the front door and out of the traffic area.  The other vendors selling items and the games could be in the rear of the building in order to have all the activities there.  The dunk tank has been on the tennis court in the past but could also be in the rear area this year.  The musicians could set up on the tennis courts and have tables and chairs for eating.   The parade MC can make an announcement to let everyone know the location changes 


TICKET SALES:  We had originally intended on selling tickets to all vendors and salad luncheon in one location – the caboose.  After discussion, it was decided that since we are having private vendors sell their own food, the only thing the Center would be taking money for would be the salad lunch.    There will be salad lunch ticket sales inside the building.  The caboose will be used for information.  


4.  Treasurer’s Report – Neil presented the Treasurer’s Report for May showing a combined checking and CD balance of $70,746.31.  The Board paid $50 scholarship awards to two members of the 8th grade graduating class.

It was decided to have another meeting before July 4th and include the vendors.  The date will be June 24th.
OTHER BUSINESS


Historically, there has been no potluck in July and August.  A discussion was held to have a special family potluck to be held at the swimming pool, making sure to include kids.  The lifeguards can be asked to stay until 7:00.  It was decided to have August 1st as the date before school starts on August 13th;  there would be water games and swimming at 5:30, food served at 6:30 and everybody out of the pool by 7:00.  All children must be in the company of their parents.  Marybeth will make posters advertising the potluck.
